· Word limit: 20 000-40 000 characters  with spaces (including abstract and footnotes) 
We kindly ask you to submit your manuscripts and (as a separate file) short information about the author, which includes full name, degree, place of work, position, field of research interest, e-mail address, postal address, phone number.  The languages we accept are: English, German, French, Russian. All submissions should include abstract, key words in English and  Russian, and English and Russian translation of the title.
